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1. Introduction to Project  
 

1.1. General  

1.1.1. Delhi Transport Corporation, Govt. Of NCT of Delhi invites proposals from eligible 

entities for installation and maintenance of 1,500 Standard Floor Buses (floor height 

1150 mm) DTC buses (ñStandard Floor Busesò) with LED based Route Display 

System (Electronic Destination Boards) on BOT basis (ñThe Projectò) under a 

suitable contractual structure for a period of two (02) years and extendable upto three 

(03) years. In lieu thereof the successful bidder (ñThe Concessionaireò) shall be 

granted advertisement rights for display of advertisements on designated spaces in the 

aforesaid Standard Floor Buses in order to earn revenue. The aforesaid buses are in 

operation as Stage Carriage Services in Delhi, serving both urban and rural area, as 

well as, satellite towns in NCR region. The preferred bidder shall be selected through 

an open, transparent and competitive bidding process. The successful bidder shall pay 

the agreed amount of Concession Fee to DTC during the concession period.   

1.1.2. The Concessionaire shall be required to comply with the provisions of the Motor 

Vehicle Act, 1988, rules and Delhi Outdoor Advertisement Policy as notified by 

MCD and any other applicable laws (including any amendments thereof). 

1.1.3. The Concessionaire would be required to mobilize finances to supply, install, 

commission and maintain the LED based Route Display System in Standard Floor 

Buses.  

1.1.4. An agreement for installation and maintenance of Standard Floor Buses with LED 

based Route Display System, financing of the Project (ñConcession Agreementò) 

with development milestones and operations requirements/ specifications/ 

performance standards shall be executed between DTC and the Successful Bidder for 

the Project.  

1.2. Brief Description of Bidding Process  

1.2.1. DTC intends to follow a single stage bidding process with two envelop system 

(ñBidding Processò) for selection of the Concessionaire for the Project. This process 

involves selection of Successful Bidder who is eligible to submit its proposal as 

specified in this RFQP Document (the ñBiddersò). 

1.2.2. RFQP Document follows a two stepped approach comprising :  

 Qualification Phase: Short-listing of Bidders based on qualification criteria 

(ñShortlisted Biddersò) 

 Proposal Phase : Evaluation of Price Proposals received from Shortlisted Bidders 

(ñSuccessful Bidderò) 

1.2.3. As a part of the Bidding Process, the business entities and interested parties will be 

required to submit two envelopes containing: (i) their Technical Submissions; and (ii) 

their Price Proposal as part of their proposal package. 
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1.2.4. Technical Submission of the Bidders will be opened to check their eligibility to 

participate, to test their responsiveness, bid security and other such compliances and 

further to evaluate the technical capability and financial capability in accordance with 

the Evaluation Methodology set out in this RFQP Document. At the end of the 

Qualification Phase, DTC will  prepare and release a list of Shortlisted Bidders for the 

Project. 

1.2.5. Price Proposal of only Qualified Bidders shall be opened. 

1.2.6. The Successful Bidder would then be required to enter into a Concession Agreement 

with Delhi Transport Corporation. A draft Concession Agreement (DCC) is provided 

as  Partï II of this RFQP Document.  

1.2.7. Details of the process of selection, including the schedule of Bidding Process (as 

provided in Appendix 1 to this RFQP Document), is set out in this RFQP Document. 

1.2.8. GOI has issued guidelines (see Appendix 17 of RFQP Document) for qualification of 

Bidders seeking to acquire stakes in any public enterprise through the process of 

disinvestment. These guidelines shall apply mutatis mutandis to this Bidding Process. 

The DTC shall be entitled to disqualify a Bidder in accordance with the aforesaid 

guidelines at any stage of the Bidding Process. Bidders must satisfy themselves that 

they are qualified to submit their Proposal and should give an undertaking to this 

effect in the form at Appendix 9. 
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2. Instruction to Bidders  
 

A.  General  
 

2.1. Definitions  
 

ñBidderò means any Business Entity or a Consortium who submits a Bid along with 

Bid Security under this RFQP within the stipulated time for submission of bids.  

 

ñBidding Processò shall mean the single stage competitive bidding process with two 

envelops system comprising (i) the Technical Submissions and (ii) the Price Proposal 

for the Project. 

 

ñBusiness Entityò shall mean either of the following: 

(i) a company incorporated under the Companies Act, 1956; or 

(ii) an entity incorporated outside India under equivalent law. 

 

ñCommercial Operation Dateò or ñCODò shall mean the Commercial Operations 

Date of each bus shall be the date on which DTC has issued the Completion 

Certificate upon commissioned of LED based Route Display System. The right to 

display advertisements on the designated space shall be transferred to the 

Concessionaire from the said date. The Concessionaire shall also be liable to pay the 

Concession Fee from the said date.  

 

ñConcessionaireò shall mean the Successful Bidder with whom DTC shall enter into 

the Concession Agreement. 

 

ñConcession Agreementò shall mean the agreement to be entered into between Delhi 

Transport Corporation and the Concessionaire for the Project. 

 

ñConflict of Interestò A Bidder may be considered to be in a Conflict of Interest with 

one or more Bidders in the same bidding process, if they have a relationship with each 

other directly or through a common entity, that puts them in a position to have access 

to information about or influence of another Bidder and as described in Clause 2.12.4 

of this RFQP Document, Part I, Instructions to Bidders. 

 

ñConsortiumò shall mean the combination of a maximum of Three (3) entities 

coming together for submission of a Proposal and as particularly described under 

Clause 2.3.1 of the RFQP Document. 

 

ñDTCò shall mean Delhi Transport Corporation, headquartered at IP Estate, Delhi ï 

110002. 

 

ñGNCTDò shall mean the Government of National Capital Territory of Delhi. 

 

ñLead Memberò shall mean a specific member in a Consortium duly nominated by 

all other members of such Consortium.  
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ñLetter of Acceptanceò shall mean the letter issued by the Chairman-cum-Managing 

Director, DTC to the Successful Bidder for award of the Project. 

 

ñPartnership Firmò shall mean a partnership firm as defined and registered under the 

Indian Partnership Act, 1932 or limited liability partnership firm or an entity 

incorporated outside India under equivalent law. 

 

ñProposalò shall mean the documents received by DTC from an interested party who 

is eligible to submit its proposal in response to this RFQP Document for the Project. 

 

ñQualified Bidderò shall mean the Bidder whose Technical Submissions are found to 

be responsive and also meet the qualification criteria in accordance with the 

Evaluation Methodology set out in the RFQP Document. 

 

ñRFQP Documentò shall mean the documents set out in Clause 2.8 including all the 

Appendices, Annexures and Schedules thereof and any amendments thereto made in 

accordance with the provisions contained in this document. 

 

ñSuccessful Bidderò shall mean the Bidder for award of the Project. 
 

2.2. Scope of Proposal  
 

2.2.1. DTC wishes to seek responses to the RFQP Document in the form of proposal 

(ñProposalò) in terms of Clause Error! Reference source not found..  

2.2.2. The Proposals would be evaluated on the basis of the evaluation criteria set out in this 

Request for Qualification and Proposal (RFQP) Document (hereinafter referred to as 

the ñEvaluation Methodologyò) in order to identify the Successful Bidder for the 

Project (hereinafter referred to as the ñThe Concessionaireò). The Successful Bidder 

would then be required to enter into an agreement (hereinafter the ñConcession 

Agreementò) with DTC as per the draft set forth in Part ï II of this RFQP Document 

and perform the obligations as stipulated therein, in respect of the Project. 

2.2.3. Terms used in this RFQP Document which have not been defined herein shall have 

the meaning ascribed thereto in the draft Concession Agreement. 

2.2.4. Pursuant to the release of this RFQP Document, DTC shall receive Proposals, 

prepared and submitted in accordance with the terms set forth in this RFQP Document 

and other documents to be provided to DTC pursuant to this RFQP Document 

including annexure thereto (collectively referred to as the "Bidding Documents"), as 

modified, altered, amended and clarified from time to time by DTC. 

2.2.5. The Bidding Documents including this RFQP Document and all attached documents 

are and shall remain the property of DTC and are transmitted to the Bidders solely for 

the purpose of preparation and the submission of their respective Proposal in 

accordance herewith. Bidders are to treat all information as strictly confidential and 

shall not use it for any purpose other than for preparation and submission of their 
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Proposal. DTC will not return any Proposal or any information provided along 

therewith.  

2.2.6. The statements and explanations contained in this RFQP Document are intended to 

provide an understanding to the Bidders about the subject matter of this RFQP 

Document and shall not be construed or interpreted as limiting in any way or manner 

whatsoever the scope of services, work and obligations of the Successful Bidder to be 

set forth in the Concession Agreement or DTCôs  right to amend, alter, change, 

supplement or clarify the scope of service and work, the concession to be awarded 

pursuant to the RFQP Document including the terms thereof, and this RFQP 

Document including terms herein contained. Consequently, any omissions, conflicts 

or contradictions in the Bidding Document including this RFQP Document are to be 

noted, interpreted and applied appropriately to give effect to this intent and no claim 

on that account shall be entertained by DTC.  

2.2.7. Any condition or qualification or any other stipulation contained in the Proposal shall 

render the Proposal liable to rejection as a non-responsive Proposal. 

2.2.8. This RFQP Document is not transferable. 

2.3. Eligible Bidders  
 

2.3.1. The Bidders eligible for participating in the Request for Qualification and Proposal 

process shall be any one of the following: 

Type 1:  A Business Entity; or 

Type 2:  A combination of a maximum of three (3) members, comprising one 

Lead Member who is a Type 1 entity with other members who are 

Type 1/Partnership Firm/individual entity and shall hereinafter be 

referred as "Consortium".  

2.3.2. The Bidder should submit a Power of Attorney as per the format enclosed at 

Appendix 4, authorising the signatory of the Proposal to commit the Bidder. 

2.3.3. Notwithstanding anything stated elsewhere in these documents, DTC shall have the 

right to seek updated information from the Bidders to ensure their continued 

eligibility. Bidders shall provide evidence of their continued eligibility in a manner 

that is satisfactory to DTC. A Bidder may be disqualified if it is determined by DTC, 

at any stage of the process, that the Bidder will be unable to fulfil the requirements of 

the Project or fails to continue to satisfy the eligibility criteria. Supplementary 

information or documentations may be sought from Bidders at any time and must so 

be provided within a reasonable timeframe as stipulated by DTC. 

2.3.4. A Bidder or member of Consortium which has earlier been barred by DTC/ any other 

entity of GNCTD or blacklisted by any state government or central government / 

department / agency in India from participating in Bidding Process shall not be 

eligible to submit a Proposal, either individually or as member of a Consortium, if 

such bar subsists as on the Proposal Due Date. The Bidder or the member of 
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Consortium shall be required to furnish an affidavit that there is no such bar imposed 

and existing as on the Proposal Due Date as per format provided in Appendix 9. 

2.4. Additional Requirements for Proposal Submitted by a 

Consortium  
 

2.4.1. Wherever required, the Proposal shall contain the information required for each of the 

members of the Consortium. 

2.4.2. Proposals submitted by a Consortium should comply with the following additional 

requirements: 

(a) the number of members in the Consortium would be limited to three (3);  

(b) the Proposal should contain the information required from each member; 

(c) the Proposal should include a description of the roles and responsibilities of all 

the members; 

(d) Members of the Consortium shall nominate one member as the Lead Member 

and that Member must be a Type 1 as defined in Clause 2.3.1;  

(e) a Bidder who has applied for Project in its individual capacity or as part of a 

Consortium cannot participate as a member of any other Consortium applying 

for the Project;  
(f) Members of the Bidder Consortium shall submit a Power of Attorney in favour 

of the Lead Member in the format at Appendix 5 authorising the Lead Member 

and person(s) duly authorised by the Lead Member to sign the Proposal and to 

make legally binding commitments; and 

(g) the Members of the Consortium shall enter into a Memorandum of 

Understanding (MoU), as per the format provided under Appendix 10 for the 

purpose of submission of the Proposal.  

 

An original of the MoU signed by all members should be submitted with the Proposal. The 

MoU entered into between the members of the Consortium should be specific to the Project 

and should contain the above requirements, failing which the Proposal shall be considered 

non-responsive.  

 

2.4.3. Any change in the composition of a Consortium shall not be permitted during the 

bidding stage.  

2.5. Number of Proposals  
 

2.5.1. Each Bidder shall submit only one (1) Proposal in response to this RFQP Document. 

Any entity, which submits or participates in more than one Proposal will be 

disqualified and will also cause the disqualification of Consortium in which it is a 

member. 
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2.6. Proposal Preparation Cost  
 

2.6.1. The Bidder shall be responsible for all the costs associated with the preparation of its 

Proposal and its participation in the bidding process. DTC will not be responsible or 

in any way liable for such costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of bidding. 

 

2.7. Verification of Documents  
 

2.7.1. DTC reserves the right to verify all statements, information and documents submitted 

by the Bidder in response to the RFQP Document. Failure of the DTC to undertake 

such verification shall not relieve the Bidder of its obligations or liabilities hereunder 

nor will it affect any rights of DTC thereunder.  

 

2.8. Contents of RFQP Document  
 

2.8.1. The RFQP Document consists of three Parts as listed below and would include any 

addenda issued in accordance with Clause 2.10.1. 

 

2.9. Clarifications by Bidders  
 

2.9.1. Bidders requiring any clarification on the RFQP Document may notify DTC in 

writing or by facsimile within such date as specified in the Schedule of Bidding 

Process set forth in Appendix 1. DTC may at its sole discretion, forward to all 

Bidders, copies of DTCôs response, including a description of the enquiry but without 

identifying its source. The envelopes / communication shall clearly bear the following 

identification / title (refer Clause 2.18.6):

 RFQP Document Installation of LED based Route Display System in Standard 

Floor Buses on BOT basis in lieu of Advertising Rights"  

 

2.9.2. The DTC shall endeavour to respond to the questions raised or clarifications sought 

by the Bidders. However, the DTC reserves the right not to respond to any question or 

provide any clarification, in its sole discretion, and nothing in this Clause shall be 

construed, taken or read as compelling or requiring the DTC to respond to any 

question or to provide any clarification. 

Part I Instructions to Bidders 

Part II Draft Concession Agreement 

Part III Schedule of Requirements 
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2.9.3. The DTC may also on its own, if necessary, issue interpretations and clarifications to 

all Bidders.  All clarifications and interpretations issued by the DTC shall be deemed 

to be part of the Bidding Documents if the same is in writing. Verbal clarifications 

and information given by the DTC or their employees, advisors or representatives 

shall not in any way or manner be binding on the DTC.     

2.10. Amendment of RFQP Document  
 

2.10.1. At any time prior to the Proposal Due Date, the DTC may, for any reason, whether at 

its own initiative or in response to clarifications requested by a Bidder, modify the 

RFQP Document by issue of Addenda. 

2.10.2. Any Addendum thus issued will be in writing to all those who have purchased the 

RFQP Document and to those who have downloaded the RFQP Document from the 

website and have duly intimated this fact to authorized person as per Clause 2.18.6 

giving their particulars including address for communication by fax/post (ñRegistered 

Biddersò as per Appendix 2). The Addendum may be issued by DTC in writing or by 

any standard electronic means such as email or by uploading on the website. Bidders 

are advised to visit the website (www.dtc.nic.in / www.dimts.in) regularly to keep 

themselves updated. 

2.10.3. In order to afford the Bidders reasonable time in which to take an Addendum into 

account, or for any other reason, the DTC may, at its own discretion, extend the 

Proposal Due Date. 

2.10.4. The DTC may in its sole discretions and without assigning any reason modify, alter or 

amend all or any part of the Schedule of Bidding Process by issue of addendum to the 

RFQP Document. 

 

2.11. Miscellaneous ð Other Provisions  
 

2.11.1. The Bidding Process shall be governed by, and construed in accordance with, the laws 

of India and the Courts at Delhi shall have jurisdiction over all disputes arising under, 

pursuant to and/ or in connection with the Bidding Process. 

2.11.2. DTC, in its sole discretion and without incurring any obligation or liability, reserves 

the right to: 

a) suspend and/or cancel the Bidding Process and/or amend and/or supplement the 

Bidding Process or modify the dates or other terms and conditions relating 

thereto; 

b) qualify or not to qualify any Bidder and/or to consult with any Bidder in order to 

receive clarification or further information; 

c) retain any information and/or evidence submitted to DTC by, on behalf of, and/ 

or in relation to any Bidder;  

d) independently verify, disqualify, reject and/ or accept any and all submissions or 

other information and/or evidence submitted by or on behalf of any Bidder; and 
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e) No claim of whatsoever over shall of admissible towards aforementioned 

bidding processes which are being undertaken over a period of time, since based 

on market response, market conditions, government policies and objective, 

public good, court guidelines, court directives may require such changes made 

in the bidding processes. 

 

2.11.3. It shall be deemed that by submitting the Proposal, the Bidder agrees and releases 

DTC, its employees, agents and advisers, irrevocably, unconditionally, fully and 

finally from any and all liability for claims, losses, damages, costs, expenses or 

liabilities in any way related to or arising from the exercise of any rights and/or 

performance of any obligations hereunder, pursuant hereto and/or in connection 

herewith and waives any and all rights and/or claims it may have in this respect, 

whether actual or contingent, whether present or future. 

2.12. Disqualification   
 

2.12.1. Even if the Bidder meets the guidelines as set forth in this RFQP Document, DTC at 

its discretion can disqualify the Bidder if:  

a) the Bidder has been debarred by any state or central government or government 

agency in any country; or 

b) the Bidder has made misleading or false representation in the forms, statements 

and attachments submitted; or 

c) the Bidder has a record of poor performance during the last three (3) years such as 

consistent history of litigation / arbitration award against the Bidder / any of its 

constituents or financial failure due to bankruptcy, etc.; or 

d) any of its key personnel have a criminal history or have been convicted by any 

court of law for any criminal offences other than minor offences. 

 

2.12.2. Upon submission of the Proposal it would be deemed that the Bidder has  prior to the 

submission thereof : 

(a) made a complete and careful examination of the terms and conditions/ 

requirements, and other information set forth in this RFQP Document and other 

Bidding Documents; 

(b) received all such relevant information as it has requested from DTC; 

(c) acknowledged and accepted the risk of inadequacy, error or mistake in the 

information provided in any of the Bidding Documents or furnished by or on 

behalf of the DTC relating to any of the matters referred to in the Bidding Process 

including Bidding Documents;  

(d) acknowledged and agreed that inadequacy, lack of completeness or incorrectness 

of information provided in the Bidding Documents or ignorance of any of the 

matters referred to in  the RFQP, and any amendments thereof,  shall not be a 

basis for any claim for compensation, damages, extension of time for performance 
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of its obligations, loss of profits etc. from the DTC or a ground for termination of 

the Concession  Agreement; and  

(e) agreed to be bound by the undertakings provided by it under and in terms hereof. 

2.12.3.  The DTC shall not be liable for any mistake or error or neglect by the Bidder in 

respect of the above. 

2.12.4. A Bidder shall not have a conflict of interest (the ñConflict of Interestò) that affects 

the Bidding Process. Any Bidder found to have a Conflict of Interest shall be 

disqualified. In the event of disqualification, the DTC shall forfeit and appropriate the 

Bid Security or Performance Security, as the case may be, as mutually agreed genuine 

pre-estimated compensation and damages payable to the DTC for, inter alia, the time, 

cost and effort of the DTC, including consideration of such Bidderôs Proposal, 

without prejudice to any other right or remedy that may be available to the DTC 

hereunder or otherwise. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, a Bidder 

shall be considered to have a Conflict of Interest that affects the Bidding Process, if:  

(i) such Bidder, or any constituent thereof, and any other Bidder or any constituent 

thereof have common controlling shareholders or other common ownership 

interest by any third party, whether direct or indirect, or such Bidder or any 

constituent thereof is holding paid up capital, directly or indirectly, in other Bidder 

or any constituent thereof. Provided that this disqualification shall not apply (a) in 

case of common controlling shareholding or other common ownership interest by 

any third party, if such shareholding or ownership interest in one of the Bidders is 

less than 5% of its paid up and subscribed capital, or (b) in case of the direct or 

indirect shareholding in a Bidder by the other Bidder on any constituent thereof if 

such shareholding is less than 5% of that other Bidderôs paid up and subscribed 

capital; or  

(ii)  a constituent of such Bidder is also a constituent of another Bidder; or  

(iii)  such Bidder receives or has received any direct or indirect subsidy from any other 

Bidder, or has provided any such subsidy to any other Bidder; or  

(iv) such Bidder has the same legal representative for purposes of this Proposal as any 

other Bidder; or 

(v) such Bidder has a relationship with another Bidder, directly or through common 

third parties,  that puts them in a position to have access to each othersô 

information about, or to influence the Proposal of either or each of the other 

Bidder; or 

(vi) such Bidder has participated as a consultant to the DTC in the preparation of any 

documents, design or technical specifications for the Scheme.  

(vii)  If any legal, financial or technical adviser of the DTC in relation to the tender is 

engaged by the Bidder in any manner for matters related or incidental to the said 

Project during the Bidding Process or subsequent to the (a) issue of the LOA or 

(b) execution of the Concession Agreement. In the event any such adviser is 

engaged by the Successful Bidder or the Concessionaire, as the case may be, after 
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issue of the LOA or execution of the Concession Agreement, then notwithstanding 

anything to the contrary contained herein or in the LOA or the Concession  

Agreement and without prejudice to any other right or remedy of DTC, including 

the forfeiture and appropriation of the Bid Security or Performance Security, as 

the case may be, which the DTC may have thereunder or otherwise, the LOA or 

the Concession  Agreement, as the case may be, shall be liable to be terminated 

without the DTC being liable in any manner whatsoever to the Successful Bidder 

or the Concessionaire, as the case may be,  for the same.        

2.12.5. The Bidders and their respective officers, employees, agents and advisers shall 

observe the highest standard of ethics during the Bidding Process and subsequent to 

the issue of the LOA and during the subsistence of the Concession Agreement. 

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein or in the LOA or the 

Concession Agreement, the DTC shall reject a Proposal, withdraw the LOA, or 

terminate the Concession Agreement, as the case may be, without being liable in any 

manner whatsoever to the Bidder or the Concessionaire, as the case may be, if it 

determines that the Bidder or Concessionaire, as the case may be, has directly or 

indirectly or through an agent, engaged in any corrupt practice, fraudulent practice, 

coercive practice, undesirable practice or restrictive practice in the Bidding Process. 

In such an event, the DTC shall forfeit and appropriate the Bid Security or 

Performance Security, as the case may be, as mutually agreed genuine pre-estimated 

compensation and damages payable to DTC towards, inter alia, time, cost and effort 

of the DTC, without prejudice to any other right or remedy that may be available to 

the DTC hereunder or otherwise. 

2.12.6. Without prejudice to the rights of the DTC under Clause 2.12.5 hereinabove and the 

rights and remedies which the DTC may have under the LOA or the Concession  

Agreement, if a Bidder or Concessionaire, as the case may be, is found by the DTC to 

have directly or indirectly or through an agent, engaged or indulged in any corrupt 

practice, fraudulent practice, coercive practice, undesirable practice or restrictive 

practice during the Bidding Process, or after the issue of the LOA or the execution of 

the Concession  Agreement, such Bidder or Concessionaire shall not be eligible to 

participate in any tender or RFQP Document issued by DTC during a period of five 

years from the date such Bidder or Concessionaire, as the case may be, is found by the 

DTC to have directly or indirectly or through an agent, engaged or indulged in any 

corrupt practice, fraudulent practice, coercive practice, undesirable practice or 

restrictive practices, as the case may be. 

2.12.7. For the purposes of Clauses 2.12.5 and 2.12.6 above, the following terms shall have 

the meaning hereinafter respectively assigned to them: 

a) ñcorrupt practiceò means (i) the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting, directly 
or indirectly, of anything of value to influence the actions of any person connected 

with the Bidding Process (for avoidance of doubt, offering of employment to or 

employing or engaging in any manner whatsoever, directly or indirectly, any 

official of the DTC who is or has been associated in any manner, directly or 

indirectly with the Bidding Process or the LOA or has dealt with matters 

concerning the Concession  Agreement or arising therefrom, before or after the 

execution thereof, at any time prior to the expiry of one year from the date such 

official resigns or retires from or otherwise ceases to be in the service of the DTC, 
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shall be deemed to constitute influencing the actions of a person connected with 

the Bidding Process); or (ii) engaging in any manner whatsoever, whether during 

the Bidding Process or  after the issue of the LOA or after the execution of the 

Concession  Agreement, as the case may be, any person in respect of any matter 

relating to the installation of Standard Floor Buses or the LOA or the Concession  

Agreement, who at any time has been or is a legal, financial or technical adviser 

of the DTC in relation to any matter concerning the tender; 

b) ñfraudulent practiceò means a misrepresentation or omission of facts or 

suppression of facts or disclosure of incomplete facts, in order to influence the 

Bidding Process ;  

c) ñcoercive practiceò means impairing or harming, or threatening to impair or harm, 
directly or indirectly, any person or property to influence any personôs 

participation or action in the Bidding Process;  

d) ñundesirable practiceò means (i) establishing contact with any person connected 

with or employed or engaged by the DTC with the objective of canvassing, 

lobbying or in any manner influencing or attempting to influence the Bidding 

Process; or (ii) having a Conflict of Interest; and 

e) ñrestrictive practiceò means forming a cartel or arriving at any understanding or 

arrangement among Bidders with the objective of restricting or manipulating a full 

and fair competition in the Bidding Process.  
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B. Preparation and Submission of Proposal        
 

2.13. Language   
 

2.13.1. The Proposal and all related correspondence and documents shall be written in the 

English language. The Supporting documents and printed literature furnished by the 

Bidder with the Proposal may be in any other language provided that they are 

accompanied by a true and correct official translation into English and duly stamped. 

In the event of a foreign Bidder the same shall be legalized by the Indian Embassy in 

the respective country of the Bidder. Supporting materials that are not translated into 

English may not be considered for evaluation of the Proposal. For the purpose of 

interpretation and evaluation of the Proposal, the English language translation shall 

prevail. 

 

2.14. Currency  
 

2.14.1. The currency for the purpose of the Proposal shall be the Indian Rupee (INR).  

 

2.15. Bid Security  
 

2.15.1. Proposals shall be accompanied by a Bid Security for an amount of Rs. 50,00,000/- 

(Rupees Fifty Lakhs only) for the Project. No relaxation of any kind in Bid Security 

shall be given to any Bidder.  

2.15.2. The Bid Security shall remain valid for a period of 45 days beyond the original 

validity period of bids, and would need to be extended, if so required by the DTC, for 

any extension in Proposal Validity Period.  

2.15.3. The Bid Security shall be in the form of an irrevocable Bank Guarantee issued by a 

nationalized Bank or a Scheduled Bank authorized to handle transactions of 

Government of India in India, in favour of ñChairman-cum-Managing Director, Delhi 

Transport Corporationò, as per the format set out in Appendix 12 or in the form of a 

demand draft issued by a bank in India, drawn in favour of Delhi Transport 

Corporation and payable in New Delhi. DTC shall not be liable to pay any interest on 

the Bid Security and the same shall be interest free. In case the Bank Guarantee is 

issued by a foreign bank outside India, confirmation of the same by any nationalized 

Bank or a scheduled Bank authorized to handle transactions of Government of India 

in India is required. For the avoidance of any doubt, óScheduled Bankô shall mean a 

Bank as defined under Section 2(e) of the Reserve Bank of India Act, 1934. 

2.15.4. The Bid Security shall be returned to unsuccessful Bidders on the signing of 

Concession Agreement for the Project. The Bid Security, submitted by the Successful 

Bidder, shall be released: 

(a) upon signing of the Concession Agreement with the Successful Bidder;  and 
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(b) upon furnishing a Performance Guarantee for an amount mentioned in the 

Concession Agreement;  

2.15.5. The Bid Security shall be liable to be forfeited as mutually agreed genuine pre-

estimated compensation and damages to the DTC in the following cases: 

(a) If the Bidder withdraws its Proposal except as provided in Clause 2.23.1 ; or 

(b) If the Bidder modifies or withdraws its Proposal during the interval between the  

Proposal Due Date and expiration of the Proposal Validity Period; or 

(c) If the Bidder fails to accept the LOA within the stipulated time period as 

provided in Clause 3.10.1; or 

(d) In case the Successful Bidder fails to sign the Concession  Agreement within the 

specified time limit or any extension thereof; or  

(e) In case the Selected Bidder, having signed the Concession  Agreement, commits 

any breach therefor prior to the furnishing of the Performance Security; or 

(f) If the Successful Bidder fails to furnish the Performance Security within the 

specified time limit prescribed therefor in the Concession  Agreement; or 

(g) If any information or document furnished by the Successful Bidder turns out to 

be misleading or untrue in any material respect; or  

(h) If the Bidder fails to comply with the Bidding Process in any manner; or 

(i) If a Bidder engages in a corrupt, fraudulent, coercive, undesirable or restrictive 

practice as specified in Clauses 2.12.5 to 2.12.7 of this RFQP Document; or 

(j) If a Bidder has a Conflict of Interest which affects the Bidding Process; or  

(k) In case there is a change in ownership/control of the Bidder, where it is a 

consortium, which is contrary to the terms of this RFQP Document, or the 

Concession Agreement. 

 

2.16. Validity of Proposal  
 

2.16.1. The Proposal shall indicate that it would remain valid for a period not less than 120 

days from the Proposal Due Date (herein the ñProposal Validity Periodò). The DTC 

reserves the right to reject any Proposal that does not meet this requirement. 

2.16.2. Prior to expiry of the Proposal Validity Period, the DTC may request that the Bidders 

extend the period of validity for a specified additional period. A Bidder may refuse 

the request without forfeiting its Bid Security. A Bidder agreeing to the request will 

not be allowed to modify its Proposal, but would be required to extend the validity of 

its Bid Security for the period of extension and comply with Clause 2.15 of this 

document in all respects. A Bidder refusing the request shall not be eligible to 

participate in the Bidding process and his Proposal shall be returned. 

2.16.3. The Successful Bidder shall extend the Proposal Validity Period till the date of 

execution of the Concession Agreement. 
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2.17. Bidders Responsibility  
 

2.17.1. The Bidder is expected to examine carefully the contents of all the documents 

provided. Failure to comply with the requirements of RFQP Document will be at the 

Bidderôs own risk.  

2.17.2. It would be deemed that prior to the submission of Proposal, the Bidder has: 

a) made a complete and careful examination of requirements, and other 

information set forth in this RFQP Document; 

b) received all such relevant information as it has requested from DTC; and 

c) made a complete and careful examination of the various aspects of the Project 

including but not limited to:  

 

(i) all technical and operational details related to the buses;  

(ii)  all other matters that might affect the Bidderôs performance under the 
terms of this RFQP Document;  

(iii)  a diligent scrutiny and is in conformity with the terms and conditions of 

the draft Concession Agreement; 

(iv) clearances required to be obtained for the Project; and 

(v) applicable laws and regulations in force in India.   

2.17.3. DTC and / or its consultants shall not be liable for any mistake or error or neglect by 

the Bidder in respect of the above. 

2.18. Pre-Proposal Meeting  

2.18.1. To clarify and discuss issues with respect to the Project and the RFQP Document, a 

Pre-Proposal meeting will be held as per the details provided in Appendix 1. 

2.18.2. Prior to the Pre-Proposal meeting/s, the Bidders may submit a list of queries and 

propose deviations, if any, to the Project requirements and/or the draft Concession 

Agreement. Bidders must formulate their queries and forward the same to DTC prior 

to the meeting in terms of schedule set out in Appendix 1. DTC may, as may be 

considered acceptable at its sole discretion, amend the RFQP Document based on 

inputs provided by Bidders.  

2.18.3. Bidders may note that DTC will not entertain any deviations to the RFQP Document 

at the time of submission of the Proposal or thereafter. The Proposal to be submitted 

by the Bidders will be unconditional and unqualified and the Bidders would be 

deemed to have accepted the terms and conditions of the RFQP Document with all its 

contents including the terms and conditions of the draft Concession Agreement. Any 

conditional Proposal shall be regarded as non-responsive and would be liable for 

rejection.  

2.18.4. DTC will endeavor to hold the meeting as per Schedule of Bidding Process. The 

details of the Pre-proposal meeting will be separately communicated by posting on the 

web sites (www.dtc.nic.in / www.dimts.in).

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2.18.5. Attendance of the Bidders at the Pre-Proposal meeting is not mandatory. DTC will 

endeavor to respond to all queries from all Bidders, irrespective of attendance of the 

Bidder in the Pre-Proposal meeting.

2.20.6. If the envelope is not sealed and marked as instructed above, the Proposal may be

2.21. Proposal Due Date  
 

2.21.1. Proposals should be submitted on or before the Proposal Due Date mentioned in the 

Schedule of Bidding Process, set forth in Appendix 1 to the address provided in 

Clause 2.20.5 in the manner and form as detailed in this RFQP Document.  For the 

purposes of this RFQP Document the ñProposal Due Dateò shall mean the time and 

date for submission of the Proposal as set out in the Schedule of Bidding Process 

contained in Appendix 1. Proposals submitted by either facsimile transmission or 

telex or email will not be acceptable.  

2.21.2. The DTC, at its sole discretion, may extend the Proposal Due Date by issuing an 

Addendum in accordance with Clause 2.10. 
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2.22. Late Proposals  
 

2.22.1. Any Proposal received by the DTC after the prescribed dead-line (Proposal Due Date 

& Time) will be summarily rejected and returned unopened to the Bidder. 

2.23. Modification and Withdrawal of Proposals  

2.23.1. The Bidder may modify or withdraw its Proposal after submission, provided that 

written notice of the modification or withdrawal is received by the DTC before the 

Proposal Due Date.

2.24. Confidentiality  

2.24.1. Information relating to the examination, clarification, evaluation and recommendation 

for the short listed Bidders shall not be disclosed to any person not officially 

concerned with the process or is not a retained professional adviser advising the DTC 

in relation to or matters arising out of or concerning the Bidding Process.

2.25. Clarifications by DTC  

2.25.1. To assist in the process of evaluation of Proposals, the DTC may, at its sole 

discretion, ask any Bidder for any clarification on or with respect to its Proposal. The 

request for clarification and the response shall be in writing or by facsimile. The 

Bidder in such cases would need to provide the requested clarification / documents 

promptly and within two (02) days or such timeframe as given by DTC, of the request 

to the satisfaction of the DTC, failing which the Bidder is liable to be disqualified at 

any stage of the bidding process. No change in the substance of the Proposal would be 

permitted by way of such clarifications. 
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2.26. Cost of RFQP Document  
 

2.26.1. The RFQP document package is priced at Indian Rupees (INR) 20,000 (Rupees

2.27.2. No entity including the Bidders can hold and the DTC shall not be bound by the 

opinion or advice given by any Consultant or advisor referred to in Clause 2.27.1. The 

final determination as regards the Proposal shall vest with the DTC. 
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3. Criteria and Methodology for 

Qualification and Evaluation  
 

A.  General  
 

3.1. Qualification Parameters  
 

3.1.1. The Bidderôs competence and capability is proposed to be established by following 
parameters: 

(a) Experience and technical capability of Bidder necessary to execute the project, 

evaluated in terms of the criteria outlined in the Qualification requirements 

specified in Clause 3.2.   

(b) Financial Capability of the Bidder, evaluated in terms of net worth and 

turnover of the Bidder specified in Clause 3.3. 

 

3.1.2. The Bidder would be required to meet the qualification criteria as detailed in Clause 

3.2 and 3.3. A Bidder who meets the requisite qualification criteria will be qualified 

and referred as ñShortlisted Bidderò and the Price Proposals of only such Shortlisted 

Bidders shall be opened, upon due intimation to such Shortlisted Bidders by DTC.  

3.2. Experience and Technical Capability Criteria  
 

3.2.1. The Bidder (in case of a single business entity) or Lead  Member (in case of 

Consortium) shall meet the following Experience criteria: 

(a) The bidder must have  supplied satisfactorily similar LED based route display 

system in the buses of STUs (includes supply through vehicle manufacturers and 

provided in standard fitments) to the extent of at least 500 number during the 

period commencing from April 1, 2007 and should be in use satisfactorily with 

no adverse report. 

(b) Further, bidder should be in continuous business of manufacturing and after sale 

services of LED based route display system in the buses similar to those offered 

during the last 3 years prior to bid opening.  

3.2.2. The Bidder must submit details of experience and past performance of the bidder on 

LED based route display system in the buses offered and on those of similar nature 

within the past three years and details of current contracts in hand and other 

commitments (suggested Performa given in Appendix 8). 

3.2.3. Bidders shall invariably furnish copies of contracts, Client's certificate of the 

satisfactory performance, copy of certificate of incorporation duly certified as true 

copy by Chartered Accountant, copy of certificate for production capacity by the cost 

auditor of the company to support that he has the production capacity to perform the 
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contract, and the test certificate of LED based Route Display System issued by 

approved test agency like ARAI/VRDE/CIRT/NABL/BIS Labs and such other 

agencies as may be approved by the Central Government.  

3.3. Financial Capability Criteria  

3.3.1. The Bidder (in case of a single business entity) or all members together (in case of 

Consortium) shall meet the following financial criteria:

3.3.2. The Proposal must be accompanied by the audited annual financial statements of the 

Bidder (in case of Consortium, financials of Lead Member and other members of the 

Consortium would be considered for evaluating the financial capability) for the last 

three (3) financial years.  

3.3.3. In case the annual accounts for the latest financial year are not audited and therefore 

the Bidder could not make it available, the Bidder shall give an undertaking to that 

effect and the statutory auditor shall certify the same. In such a case, the Bidder may 

provide the unaudited Annual Accounts (with Schedules) for the latest financial year. 

In any case, the Audited Annual Financial Statements for two years preceding the 

latest financial year would have to be provided, failing which the Proposal will be 

rejected as non-responsive. 

3.3.4. In case the Bidder is a Consortium (Type 2), for the purpose of evaluation, the 

arithmetic sum of financial parameters criteria of networth and turnover respectively 

of all the members should meet the Financial Capability Criteria and the Lead 

Member must satisfy a minimum of 50% of the aforesaid criteria.

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B.  Evaluation Methodology  
 

3.4. Opening of Proposal  
 

3.4.1. DTC shall open the envelope labelled ñPart I: Technical Submissionsò on the

3.4.2. The above envelope shall be opened in the presence of Biddersô representatives, who 
choose to attend. Biddersô representatives attending the Proposal opening shall bring 

an authorisation letter from the Bidder and register to evidence their presence. 

3.4.3. The following information shall be announced at the Proposal opening and recorded: 

a) Biddersô names; and 

b) Particulars of the Bid Security. 

 

3.4.4. DTC shall intimate Bidders in case of any change in the date or venue of opening of 

ñPart Iò of the Proposal. 

3.4.5. Proposals marked ñWITHDRAWAL ò accompanied by a valid notice of withdrawal 

submitted in accordance with Clause 2.23 shall not be opened and shall be returned to 

the Bidder.

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3.5. Test of Responsiveness  
 

3.5.1. Prior to evaluation of Proposals, DTC will determine whether each Proposal is 

responsive to the requirements of the RFQP Document.

whether the information has been provided in reasonable detail.  

g) There are no inconsistencies between the Proposal and the supporting documents. 

h) It is accompanied by the Bid Security as set out in Clause 2.15.  

i) It is in accordance with the other provisions of this RFQP. 

j) Conforms to all terms, conditions of the RFQP without material deviation or 

reservation. 

k) Does not affect in any substantial way the scope, obligations, quality, 

specifications, standards, rules, controls and performance of the Project.

3.5.2. A Proposal that is substantially responsive is one that conforms to the preceding 

requirements without material deviation or reservation.

DTCôs rights or the Bidderôs obligations under the Concession Agreement, or

3.5.3. DTC reserves the right to reject any Proposal which in its opinion is non-responsive 

and no request for modification or withdrawal shall be entertained by DTC in respect 

of such Proposals. 

 

3.6. Evaluation of Technical Submissions  
 

3.6.1. As part of Qualification Phase, the Technical Submissions as submitted by the 

Bidders in Part I, shall be checked for eligibility, technical capability, financial

RFQP Document. The DTC reserves the right to reject the Proposal of a Bidder

3.6.2. Based on evaluation of Technical Submissions, DTC would release a list of Bidders 

who meet the qualification criteria set out in this RFQP Document for the Project.  

3.6.3. A list of such aforesaid Bidders shall be prepared and such Bidders shall be informed 

that their Proposal has been shortlisted for opening of the Price Proposal. 

3.6.4. DTC shall intimate a date for opening of Price Proposals to all Shortlisted Bidders and 

invite them for opening of the Price Proposals. Attendance to such opening of Price 

Proposals is not mandatory. However, DTC shall not entertain any claim of 

whatsoever nature in case a Bidder does not attend the meeting for opening of Price 

Proposals of Shortlisted Bidders. 

3.7. Evaluation  of Price Proposal

3.7.4. The Bidder quoting the H-1 quotes for the Project, i.e. the concession fee payable by  

the Bidder to DTC during the concession period, shall be declared as the Preferred 

Bidder for the Project.  

3.7.5. In the event that two or more Bidders quote the same H-1 quotes, DTC may: 

i. invite fresh Proposals from such Bidders;   

OR 

ii.  take any such measure as may be deemed fit in its sole discretion, including 

annulment of the bidding process. 

 

3.7.6. DTC may either choose to accept the Proposal of the Preferred Bidder or invite him 

for negotiations.  

3.7.7. Upon acceptance of the Proposal of the Preferred Bidder with or without negotiations, 

DTC shall declare the Preferred Bidder as the Successful Bidder. 
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3.8. Notification  
 

3.8.1. DTC will notify the Successful Bidder by facsimile and by a letter in the format set 

out in Appendix 14 (ñDraft Letter of Acceptanceò) that its Proposal has been 

accepted. 

3.9. DTCõs Right to Accept or Reject Proposal 
 

3.9.1. DTC reserves the right to accept or reject any or all of the Proposals without assigning 

any reason and to take any measure as it may deem fit, including annulment of the 

bidding process, at any time prior to award of Project, without liability or any 

obligation for such acceptance, rejection or annulment. 

3.9.2. DTC reserves the right to invite revised Price Proposals from Bidders with or without 

amendment of the RFQP Document at any stage, without liability or any obligation 

for such invitation and without assigning any reason. 

3.9.3. DTC reserves the right to reject any Proposal if: 

a) at any time, a material misrepresentation is made or uncovered;  

b) the Bidder does not respond promptly and thoroughly to requests for 

supplemental information required for the evaluation of the Proposal; 

c) one or more of the pre-qualification conditions have not been met by the Bidder; 

d) the Bidder has made a material misrepresentation or such material 

misrepresentation is uncovered; 

e) the Bidder has a Conflict of Interest which effects the Bidding Process;  

f) the Bidder engages in a corrupt, fraudulent, coercive, undesirable or restrictive 

practice; or

3.9.4. This would lead to the disqualification of the Bidder. If the Bidder is a Consortium, 

then the entire Consortium would be disqualified / rejected.

3.9.7. In case it is found after the issue of the LOA or signing of the Concession  Agreement 

or after its execution and during the subsistence thereof, including the concession 

thereby granted that :  

a) one or more of the pre-qualification conditions have not been met by the Bidder;  

b) the Bidder has made a material misrepresentation or such material 

misrepresentation is uncovered; 

c) the Bidder has a Conflict of Interest which effects the Bidding Process;

3.10.3. DTC will promptly notify other Bidders that their Proposals have been unsuccessful 

and their Bid Security will be released as promptly as possible upon signing of the 

Concession Agreement with the Successful Bidder. 
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3.11. Performance Security  
 

3.11.1. The Successful Bidder shall furnish Performance Security by way of an irrevocable
